Fire Prevention and Hot Work
“Conducting Hot-Work Safety On-Board”
Introduction:
Fire on board is one of the most dangerous emergencies for a vessel.
There are serious risks for property and persons, as well as for the surrounding environment. On board ship there are tons of liquid fuel, electrical equipment, air-conditioning plants, engines, boilers, stores of flammable material and crew accommodation areas (kitchens, mess rooms, lounges, cabins, etc.). To all this we must add the load, which could be solid and liquid goods that are flammable or at least combustible, and often of a dangerous nature. 
The best way to deal with fires on board ships is to prevent them rather than letting them occur.
The purpose of this class is to support you in being safe when conducting hot-work on-board.
